IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

The Prophetstown Park District is committed to conducting its recreation programs and activities in a safe manner and holds the safety of participants in high regard.  
The Prophetstown Park District continually strives to reduce such risks and insists that all participants follow safety rules and instructions that are designed to protect 
the participant’s safety.  However, participants and parents/guardians of minors registering for the above listed programs/activities must recognize that there is an 
inherent risk of injury when choosing to participate in recreational activities/programs. 
 

WARNING OF RISK 
Recreational activities/programs are intended to challenge and engage the physical, mental and emotional resources of each participant.  Despite careful and proper 
preparation, instruction, medical advice, conditioning and equipment, there is still a risk of serious injury when participating in any recreational activity/program.  
Understandably, not all hazards and dangers can be foreseen.  Depending on the particular activity, participants must understand that certain risks, dangers and injuries 
due to inclement weather, slipping, falling, poor skill level or conditioning, carelessness, horseplay, unsportsmanlike conduct, premises defects, inadequate or defective 
equipment, inadequate supervision, instruction or officiating, and all other circumstances inherent to indoor and outdoor recreational activities/programs exist.  In this 
regard, it must be recognized that it is impossible for the Prophetstown Park District to guarantee absolute safety. 

 
WAIVER AND RELEASE OF ALL CLAIMS 

Please read this form carefully and be aware that in signing up and participating  in the above identified programs/activities, you will be expressly assuming the risk and 
legal liability and waiving and releasing all claims for injuries, damage or loss which  you or your minor child/ward might sustain as a result of participating in any and 
all activities connected with and associated with said programs/activities (including transportation services/vehicle operation, when provided). 
I recognize and acknowledge that there are certain risks of physical injury to participants in these programs/activities,  and I voluntarily agree to assume the full risk of 
all injuries, damages or loss,  regardless of severity, which I or my minor child/ward may sustain as a result of said participation.  I further agree to waive and relinquish 
all claims I or my minor child/ward may have (or accrue to me or my child/ward) as a result of participating in these programs/activities against the Prophetstown Park 
District, including its officials, agents, volunteers and employees (hereinafter collectively referred as “Prophetstown Park District”).

Basketball Rules & Regulations 

 
1. Illinois High School Athletic rules will govern play unless  otherwise  
            stated on the following. 
 
2. All teams are required to be outfitted with numbered game jerseys of the 
            same color. 
 
3. Forfeit time is scheduled game time. 
 
4. Five players on each team must be present and dressed in  appropriate 
uniform at scheduled game time to begin.  Less than 5 players will result in 
forfeiture.  Any five eligible  players dressed at the official starting time will 
constitute commencement of the game. 
 
5. Officials are required to start a game at the specified time.  If the game 
extends over the allotted time, five minutes warm-up will be allowed for the 
players in the next game, providing the teams have the required number of players 
to start the game. 
 
6. Overtime periods will consist of two-minute periods and will 
 continue until the game is decided. 
 
7. Referees will have complete charge of the game and will make the final 
decisions on misconduct and other infringements of  the rules. 
 
8. Games will consist of four 6-minute quarters. 
 
9. Any basket made beyond the three-point arc will be scored as three points  
            in all three leagues 
 
10. Teams will be awarded two time-outs per half.  In the case of 
 overtime each team will be given one time-out.  Time-outs not taken in                                           
            regulation will not carry over. 
 
11. (5th grade Only)Full court press will only be allowed in final two 

minutes of each half. 
      
 Any team leading by 20 or more will not be allowed to press.       
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
